With 3GSM next week heralding advanced phones that are better at not being phones - offering great MP3/Web and camera experiences, Moixa Energy – the battery specialist, says it is now time for Mobile Devices to adopt better batteries and charge solutions such as USBCELL to keep up with increasing power demands

However, with USBCELL, consumers can recharge from their home or office computer, games station or from a laptop when travelling”. Chris Wright, Engineering Director, comments “Without better replaceable batteries, or embedded recharge anywhere solutions such as USBCELL technology, phone operator revenues will fall.
